	Curriculum focus of PPG spending 2013/14

	The focus of Pupil Premium spending in the academic year 2013 -2014 was to reduce identified gaps and raise standards in communication, reading, writing and maths. More able children were stretched through extension challenge groups.
Some children received additional support for fine motor skills, and social groups.



	Measuring the impact of PPG spending

	The impact of Pupil Premium provision is reviewed termly through analysis of each child’s progress and achievement, and resulting improvement in self-esteem.
End of year achievement is compared to earlier starting points for each child, and against  both cohort achievement and  national standards.

Key Stage 2 children made acclerated progress compared to their peers in 2013-14. Average points progress for this year 5.2 and for PP/E6 it is 6.0
Key Stage 1 children made accelerated progress comared to their peers in 2013-14. Average points progress for this year is 6.2, and for PP/E6 it is 6.7
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
